
HOWHOW TTOO FINDFIND THETHE BARGE CENTBARGE CENTAURAUR or PUDGEor PUDGE AATT IPSWICHIPSWICH

This is hard to explain in words, but go right 
round the first roundabout, and dive off left into 
the  docks, heading for IPSWICH HAVEN 
MARINA,  see map on right, then follow the red
swiggle on  the map under, into the marina.
Ignore the heavy gates into the lorry park, but
fork left into the marina. Drive past the black 
wooden marina office, noting that the car park 
you will eventually use is now on your right, 
behind a high wooden fence. KEEP GOING
with the dockside on your left, along the quays 
until you see the distinctive FAIRLINE shed, see
maps and photo over. Drive between LH side of 
this shed and the water, keep going until you 
see the barges. If barge isn’t there maybe you are too early ? Please ensure the previous
crew has fully vacated the barge before going onboard yourself to take over. Do not 
pressurise them to get off. The berth is known as the South West Quays.

At the roundabout at bottom of hill TL into WHERSTEAD RD 
follow signs for docks, over various mini roundabouts. You 
will be in VERNON ST - but at traffic lights on river bridge 
approach ensure you are in RH lane.

From all directions except south get on to to the A14 going 
round the South East of Ipswich.

From the South, approach on A12, and at the first roundabout
ensure you get on the A14 eastbound, (anticlockwise)
around  the south east  of Ipswich signed 'FELIXSTOWE'. 

Exit A14 at J55 signed ‘ IPSWICH CENTRAL’. At top 
of the  slip road TL at mini roundabout going downhill

signed ‘DOCKS’



CAR PARKING .
On arrival, park next to the barge for unloading purposes. The Mate will issue you a parking
permit so you can leave the car in the car park in the Ipswich Haven Marina for the weekend, at
your own risk. 

THE PUB - LORD NELSON.
